The pre-fabricated panels ... The inside of each panel is shown to indicate the insulation board
placement:

This is the completed shelter with
the top on. Shingles have been
applied to the top.

This is the back. The lower 2x2’s
are treated wood; the upper ones
are plain wood. The lower 2x2s
extend 1” below the back panel to
act as legs. The lower 2x2’s are 8"
long; the upper ones are "7 7/8°
long. The gap between the 2x2’s
is 1 %"
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
